The decision to include Ladies ski jumping in the 2010 Olympic Winter Games will be made by the International Olympic Committee at the end of November at an Executive Board meeting in Kuwait. 

  

Despite the recent recommendation by the FIS that women be allowed to compete in ski jumping events at the 2010 games, we are hearing both in the media and privately that the IOC Executive Committee will not approve Ladies ski jumping to be included in the Vancouver Olympic Winter Games. 

  

One of the reasons we are hearing is that Ladies ski jumping does not have support in Europe and Japan and that only North America is supporting it. 

  

Of course this in not true, but that is what we are hearing. We are asking that everyone please contact their Olympic Committee members as soon as possible and let them know that now is the time to allow ladies to compete in ski jumping in the Olympics. 

  

Also, please remind them that that it is the Olympic mission “to encourage and support the promotion of women in sport at all levels and in all structures with a view to implementing the principle of equality of men and women.” and that it must “act against any form of discrimination affecting the Olympic movement.”
