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· The International Ski Federation (FIS), governing body of women’s ski jumping, has determined the sport qualifies for Olympic inclusion. In May 2006, the FIS Congress voted overwhelmingly (114 to 1) to recommend that women’s ski jumping be included in the 2010 Vancouver Winter Olympic Games and that women’s ski jumping be included in the FIS Nordic World Ski Championships in 2009.


· Ski jumping has existed as a discipline in the Olympic Winter Games since 1924.  Adding women will require no additional competition venues or officials.   


· The Olympic Charter mandates acting “against any form of discrimination affecting the Olympic movement” and its mission and role is “to encourage support and promotion of women in sport at all levels and structures with a view to implementing the principle of equality of men and women.” Since 1991, all new sports wishing to be included in the Olympic Programme must feature women’s events.

· Ski Jumping, and by extension Nordic Combined (ski jumping and cross-country), is the only winter discipline that excludes women at the Olympic level.

· Women have been ski jumping in FIS sanctioned events since 1995.

· Over 500 women are ski jumping worldwide and over 160 women from 16 countries (AUT, CAN, CZE, FRA, GER, HUN, ITA, JAP, NED, NOR, POL, RUS, SLO, SWE, SUI, & USA) are registered as international competitors with the FIS.

· For the 2006/2007 season, 26 International women’s ski jumping competitions are scheduled in eight countries on three continents.


· By Vancouver 2010, there will have been 4 World Junior Championships and a World Championship event.  Women have been internationally ranked in the FIS Continental Cup since 2004.

· The women's marathon event was approved by the IOC Executive Board in February 1981 with the first World Championship being held in Helsinki in 1983.  The first Olympic women's marathon was at the Los Angeles Olympic Games in 1984. 
· Members of the Executive Board of the IOC are saying in the press and privately that the IOC will not vote in favor of inclusion of women’s ski jumping for 2010.  The Executive Board will meet in Kuwait November 28 for the vote.


· The Executive Board may vote to add skier cross, an entirely new event, as well as an Alpine team event thus increasing the size of the Games while still excluding women ski jumpers.
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
